•	 Summer Camps: Develop lesson plans and teach summer workshops for kids in 
grades Pre-K through 12 based on your interests. Examples include: stop motion animation, printmaking, 
public art, photography, castle camp, short films, or puppetry.

•	 Public Art Corps: Supervise the group of teens we hire each year to paint murals around Springville.        
Manage the group, help design murals, and participate in painting the murals.

housing included. 

•	 The internship begins the last week of May and ends the second 
week of August. 

•	 You will be living with other theater and visual arts interns in a 
large house located directly next to the Center, only a block from 
Main Street. The area is extremely walkable, with restaurants, coffee 
shops, library, movie theater, parks, and shops all located within a 
couple blocks. Usually a couple interns have a car and can carpool 
when necessary.  We also have bicycles for intern use.
